Flying Field.  You might have heard talk about the taxiway getting 

extended out to the approach end of 06.  The Township has been busy 
working with the Department of Environmental Protection and the Chester County Conservation 
District to resolve a few issues preventing us from moving forward on this project.  The future is 
looking good as these issues are getting resolved.  This spring/summer we should be breaking ground 
on the new parallel taxiway.  The Township has received a Federal Block Grant for this project, which 
will include Phase I, the planning, excavation and the moving of earth, and Phase II, surfacing of the 
new taxiway.  We appreciate everyone’s patience as details and final planning stages for a project of 
this magnitude take time.  We will keep everyone informed of this and all projects, as we move 
forward.
